Die Wes-Kaap is geografies 'n groot gebied en ons  poog om die 

byeeenkomste of uitstappies te versprei om dit vir almal moontlik te maak om te kan deelneem. 

 

We would also like to report in the newsletter where the members can buy cycads in the Western Cape. I would appreciate if you 

know of a nursery or someone selling cycad seedlings to provide me with the information which I will follow up and obtain 

permission to publish it in the newsletter. 

 

Our last meeting of the year will be on the 22 November at Kirstenbosch, in the Garden office building or the old Herbarium.

Legislation  

As everyone is aware by this time, the TOPS regulations were published at the beginning of 2007. There are a couple of   aspects 

that I would like to highlight again. 

 

1. Possession permits. 

By now everyone should have possession permits for indigenous cycads, if you do not have one already under the provincial 

legislation. The possession permit serves as a transport permit as well and is valid for a period of 54 months: 

"Possession permit" means a permit for keeping or conveying a specimen of a listed threatened or protected species for personal use 

in a person's possession without carrying out any other restricted activity" 

 

2. Trade 

No substantial progress has been made with the compilation of guidelines to draft Biodiversity plans. The regulation requires an 

approved Biodiversity plan for the trade in endangered and critically endangered plants. In the absence of an approved Biodiversity 

plan, you will not be allowed to trade in the listed cycads after 31 January 2009.  

 

Reg 25 " The following are prohibited activities: 
(b) Trade in artificially propagated specimens of critically endangered 
or endangered Encephalartos species, and the export of such 
specimens with a stem diameter of more than 15cm, except where 
provided for in a Biodiversity Management Plan approved by the 
Minister in terms of section 43 of the Act 
 
 3 Endangered and critically endangered cycads include the following (17 species)  

Critically endangered species: E aemulans, brevifoliolatus, cerinus, dolomiticus, heenanii, hirsutus, inopinus, latifrons, 

middelburgensis, nubimontanus, woodii 
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Endangered species: E arenarius, cupidus, horridus, laevifolius, lebomboensis,  

msinganus. 

 

4 Growing cycads for commercial purposes/ Nurseries 

Registration is required if you are growing cycads for trading. Permits are currently being issued in the Western Cape for a period 

of 12 months.
